A patient presented with a recent PSA of 7.0 ng/ml and a DRE indicating small nodule in the right lobe of the prostate. The nodule involved less than half of the right lobe of the prostate.  Biopsies revealed adenocarcinoma Gleason 8 (4+4) in the right lobe of the prostate. Biopsies from the left lobe were negative. The patient had a radical prostatectomy which showed a 5mm focus of adenocarcinoma Gleason 7 (4+3) in the right lobe. No further malignancy identified within the prostate.  Two pelvic lymph nodes were negative for malignancy.
